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Introduction

1. General

This report is the fourth in the series published on the 1972
Housing znd Population Census of Mauritius. It presents the final
results of the Housing Census of the islond of Mauritius

With the large anicunt of data available fror: the census, it is
considered necessary 1o corpile ther in separate volunes for ease of
reference. The data on housing and population for the island of
fodrigues have been published in a separate report. Those on popula-
tion for the island of lauritius will be published separately.

2. Historical background

Census taking in ilouritius dates =s Tar back as the 18th century.
The first coiplete census of the island of clnuritius, then knowm as Isle
de France, was taken in 1735 under <+he sovernorship of ilahé de
Labourdonnais. Since then nurierous caiplete censuses or partial counts
of the population have been nede. Ilaxuseript results of two cornplete
cencsuses taken in 1776 and 1786 are still extant and are preserved in
the Archives of the linistdre de la Fronce d!'Outre-iler, in Paris.

The first census report to be printed was probably that of 1846,
but no copy has been troced in Mauritius. For all subsequent censuses,
copies of printed reports are kept in the Archives of Hauritius.

The 1846 census wac followed by that of 1851. Since them, up to
1931, censuses have been token every ten yeors. VWith the outbresk of
the second world war, the one which was due in 1941 had to be postpaned
to 1944  As frou 1952, censuses have again been taken every ten years.

3. A joint housing and ponmulation census taken in two rounds
J & DOT

The 1972 census was a joint housinz and population census but
was token in two rounds. Two separate schedules were used and sub-—
sequently the two sets of data have been matched by corputer-

The housing census woas teken ot the first round between the
15th liarch and the 15th June 1972. It was followed by the population
census 2t the end of June; census night was the night of the 30th June
to 1st July 1972.

for the housing ~onsus, all buildings were visited InTormation
was collected on the structural characteristics of those thnt served
wholly or portly for residential purposces. IFurther, to deteriine the
housing conditions under which the population was living, information
was recorded for cach set of living quorters identiTicd on the nurber
of rooris, the availability of Tacilities su~h as toilet, bathroor and
kitchen and on the provision of water and electricity.

At the housing census, o list of all heads of households was
dravn up. The list served ogs frare Ffor the population census and a
separate gquestiomnaire rze uscd to -~olleet deniographic, ececnoidec and
social data from each household.

4. Tegnl basis

The census was teken according to provisions laid down in
Ordinence Ho. 11 of 1951 (the Statistics Ordinance). The questionnaire
used for the Housing Census was prescribed in regulations published in
Governiient Notize No. 31 of 1972 and that for the Pepulation Census in
Governiient Wotice Ho. 44 of 1C72.
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5. _Recermmendations of the United Nations

The reconnendations made by the United Nations in statistical
papers "Principles and Recormendations for the 1970 Population’ Censuses®
(Series 11 iio. 44 and 45) have been followed as far as possible. The
concepts and definitions published in thesc papers have been extensively
used, with only slight riodifications where necesegary, to sult loeal
conditiongs.

6. International classificatirns used

The Intermational Standard Industrial Classification of all
Econorde Activities (ISIC) ~ Seriss i lio. 4, Rev. 2 Add. 1 - has been
used to classify the branches of econo.ic activity in which the econo—
nlcally acltive persons were engnged.

Occupations have been clossilied according to the International
Standard Classification of Occupations (revised edition, 1968) of the
Internationzl Labour Office.

7. Financial ond technicel assistance froi: the United Nations

The Uniited Watioms Fund for Population Astivities kindly accepted
to finance part of the cost of the census. It hes contrbuted towards
the rental of the corputer, the cogst of punch cards ond other supplies
for the conputer, the salories of o eystens analyst and of punch and
verifieroperators. It has also finsneced the ossignaent of o deriographer
to assist in the evaluation and Anolysis of the census data-

8. Wivision of the zcountry into enureration arons

The islond of llauritius wes divided into 21 census districts and
the island of Rodrigues wos treoted os one census distric

Census districts were subdivided info cnuwrerction areas with
approxitately 400 o 500 households. Tlere were thus 370 enuneration
areas for the islend of Jauritius and 12 Tor Eodrigues.

sor urbon arecs, the deliiitation of enwer-tion areas was donc
on the latest naps that were ovoilable fron the rmniecipalities. For
rural creas, thc 1: 25,000 nap of the Hinistry of JIousing, Lands ond
Towvn and Cotntry Plonning wns used.

The list of electors of the Llectorol Coritissioner's Office woso
used for the cub-division of larse rursl localities or the grouping of
the snaller ones into enurcration reas with the adequate nuitber of
households. Soue recomnaissance orl hod 1o be damne before the final
limits of each enuneration rren eculd he 2stablished.
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9. TField staff

Fach of the enuieration areas wos 2overed by a chief enumerator.
Each census district wos under the respoasibility of a supervisor who
also had to train his chief enurnerators. Four senior supervisors and one
deputy census cormissioner controlled the whole operation and supervised
the training of the staff.

10. Period of enwzeration

The housing census corr.enced on the 15th Ilarch 1972. By the end
of the following month, a large nunber of enumeration areas had been
covered. The census was canpleted by the 15th June of the sare year.

1l. Unit of enwieration

In order to study the housin;, conditions of the populaition, the
principal unit of enuwneration used in carrying out the housing census
was "living quarters” (as defined in section 5 page 2).

As our interest lies painly in the housing conditions in which
reople live niore or less perranently, the analysis of living quarters
is restricted to those being used as prinzipal residence (see section
9 page 2) at the tire of the census .

12. Coverage

Since as pert of the housing census operation it was necessary
to inquire about all buildings defined in section 1 page 1 (both resi-
Gential and nonrresidential) in order to ascertain whether they were
occupied as living cucrters or not, it was round convenient to enunerate:-

Thus, the following were nol cnuseroted:—

(i) all buildings used Tor azricultural
purposes or rLor livesitock keeping;

(ii) inprovised struciures not used Tor
habitation, or for corriernial or indus-—
trial purposes, or for the provision
of servicecs;

1(iii) buildings whizh vere uninhabilted, being
totally uninhabitable as a result of cor-
plete dilapidation and buildins thot were
being deunlished or vere awaiting denolition.

1l4. Processing of data

The data were processed by the Data Processing Division of the
Ministry ol Finance on a 1900 ICL ~onputer.

The census data on housing and ponulation were processed inde-
pendently and were matched at o later stage to relate the denographic
and econoridc characteristics of houscholds and population to the
characteristics of dwellings in whi-zh they were living.

Complete natchin of the two scts of data has not been possible
due to houseliolds rwoving between thic housing and population censuses.
For the islond of lauritius natching of the datz has not been possible
for 2,038 households consisting of 1,697 fanily nuclei and 8,167
persons,; i.e. for slightly less than 19 of the population.

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Concepts cnd definitions

BUILDIIIG

1. A building is any independent free-stending structure corprising
one or rore rooms and other spaces covered by a roof and usually enclosed
within external walls. A building nny be used or intended for residen-
tial, coumercial, industrial or agricultural burposes or for the provi-
sion of services. It 12y be a detached dwelling, an apartnent building,
a shop, a warehouse, 2 factory, = viorkshop, a school, a clurch, etc.
However, in case where an institution or an establishiient consists of
rzore than one building on the saoiie preuises infornation has been
collected only for the riain building.

Detached roomsused or intended Ffor habitation, although forming
part of one set of living quarters (sees section 5 page 2) have been con-
sidered as separate buildings whilc detached structures providing faeci-
lities <o the users of one or riore buildings (as defined above) have not
been ccunted os separate buildings (e.g. kitchen, toilet, bathroo:,
storercoi:s, etc.).

2. Choracteristiss of buildin -
Condivion

(i)§gg§g. A sound building is one hoving no visible defects or only
slight defects which normally would be eorrected during the course of
regulor naintenance (engn leck of vaint, slizht donage to porch or ste Sy
ninor cracks in walls, loose flocr boards, derective doors and windows§

(ii)Deterioratingﬂ A deterior-ting building nceds nore repair then
would be provided in the coursc oo regular raintenance. The defects are
more serious than those licted above, but they do not extend over a large
area (e.g. widespread crocking in walls and fleors, leading to ingress of
water and rusting of reinforecercit stcel, subsidence of foundations re-
sulting in large cracks in walls, ruscing of corrugated iron sheets,
excessive deflection of floors, walls bulging out, c¢ompness in floors and
walls)

(iii)Dilapidateda A dilapidated building is one not providing safe and
adeguate zshelter. It endancers the lives or health of its occupants.
Its defects are such thot the building should be rebuilt or pulled dovm
(e.g. holes, larse open cracks or rotted,; loose or nissing natericl over
a large area of the foundations, walls, roofs, Tloors or ceilings, sag-
ging of floors, walls or ronis, cxtensive dwage by cyclone, fire or
flood).

3. DPublic buildings

Punblic buildings, 2s clogsified in table 2, refer to all buildings
(even if ovmed by the private sector) being used entirely by central 50
vernilent, municipalities, serdi-governriental bodies or public corporations
Tor either general admdinistrative purposes,; or for the provision of ser—
vices (except institutions) or for general repair work.

voviever, with the @aterials ond riethods used in the construction of
buildings in this country, it vas found rost ~onvenient to classify buil-
dings into thrce catesories, viz. straw huts, buildings on foundation and
buildings not on foundation.

Straw huts are buildings with thotcohed roofs and walls :.=de of

wood, iron or tin sheets or vegetable naterial “hey are cormonly knovm
as “eases en paille’. "Criperents' and bungalows with thatched roofs are

not counted as straw hhuis.



LIVING QUARTERS

5. Living quarters are Structurally separete and independent places
of abode. They way (a2) have been constructed, converted or arranged

for hunman habitation, provided that they are not at the tine of the cen-
sus, being used wholly for other purposecs, aﬁa_ghat in the case of in-
provised housing units and living guarters other than housing units,
they are occupied at the tire of the census; or (b) although not inten-
ded for habitation, actually be in use as su-h at the time of the census.

Categories of livingz guarters

Living quarters are classified into twon cotegoriess: -

6. Housins unit

8. Conveniional dwelling

A coaventional dwelling is 2 housing unit located in = perianent
or semi-pernanent building and designcd for occupancy by one household.
It way, however, ot the ti e of the census, have been vacant  or occupied
by one or nore housecholds or vy part of o houschold.

9. Oecungncz

A principal residence is a housing unit hich is the main place
of abode of its occupants. If = vungalow or "oonwenent? is occupied all
the year round by the sare tonent or by its ovmer, it is considered as a
principal residence.

A secondary residence is o housing unit - very often (n thouizh not
alvays) o bungalow or o Yeanpenent’ vhich is either:—

(a) Seasonzlly occupied by the ovmer and acant
or rented for the rest of the tirnes

(b) lented usually on a soort-telr basis to
Gifferent persons.

10. A household is cither:

(2) A person who makes provision for his own
food or other essentials for living or;
