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DUTIES OF SUPERVISORS

General

1. Each supervisor will be in charge of one or more census districts. The
Supervisor will receive instructions from a Senior Supervisor or from the
Deputy Census Commissioner opr from the Director of Statistics himself at
suitable and convenient places. Ue will be responsible for the supervision
of the work in the census districtsfor which he has been appointed.

One of the first duties of a supervisor will be to check the mapped
boundaries of each census district, section or sub-section so that no part
of any census district may be missed, or be enumerated by more than one
chief enumerator or enumerator.

The supervisor will see that all chiéef enumerators are provided with the
necessary census documents and requisites. He will then instruct them in the
details of recording the information required as specified in the schedules.
He will revise the work of each chief enumerator in accordance with the
instructions issued with the schedules and will finally transmit all the
papers to the Central Statistical Offi-ze, with which he shall conduct all
necessary correspondence.

2. Housing Census

The supervisor will make sure that at the housing census, each chief
enumerator takes an account of every building in the section assigned to
him and records all particulars about the building and its occupiers. He
will see that the house numbering and the recording of the basic information
are commenced at the specified date and pursued as diligently as possible with
a view to its early completion. He will every fortnight submit to the Director
of Statistics or to the senior supervisor under whom he acts a 'Progress
Report' on the work of his chicf enumerators.

The supervisor will make a careful examination of the Enumeration Recoxrd
books upon their receipt from the chief enumerator and take steps to secure
the correction of any errors or the supply of any omissions which he might
discover. As early as possible, in any case not later than the 15th day of
May, he will deliver the books containing the prelitiinary enumeration to the
Director of Statistics or to one of his substitutes.

3. Population census

The supervisor will make sure that the schedules for the population
census have been properly addressed and numbered before being entrusted
to the chief enumerators. 1t will also be his duty to see that after
taking into account the scattering of the buildings and the distances
to be covered, a reascnable number of schedules be allotted to each
enumeratore.

The supervisor himself will report to the Central Statistical Office,
Rose Hill, on the THIRD DAY AFTER CENSUS DAY stating that the enumeration
throughout his district has been successfully completed or if such were not
the case, giving full particulars respecting any outstanding cases. On
receipt of the Census Schedules from the chief enumerators he will make a
careful examination of these schedules, take steps to secure the correction
of any errors and the supply of any omissions which he might discover,
requiring the chief enumerator t6 revisit the person responsible for making
the return, if it were necessarye.

WITHIN TEN DAYS AFTER THE CENSUS DAY the Supervisor will deliver ‘
the completed Census Schedules of his districts to the Director of Statistics.

1. Record of enumeration books issued

Supervisors should keep a record of the serial numbers of the

l questionnaire in the books issued to each C.E.

2. Completed enumeration books

When a C.E. has completed an enumeration book, he should return
it to his Supervisor as soon as possible. Each Supervisor should then
check through each book to see if there are any omissions or wrong
entries and ask the C.E. to obtain any information that is missing or
that may be necessary to correct the wrong entries. If the Supervisor
thinks that an enumeration has been incorrectly done, he.should go and
make the enumeration over again in the presence of the C.E. pointing out

to the latter (not in the presence of the interviewec) where errors have
cropped upe

ake Bach Supervisor should /spot checks from completed books returned

by his C.E.'s before bringing them back to the Central Statistical Office.
The intensity of the checking will depend on the assessment of the C.E.'s
work by the Supervisor. We recommend a minimum of one complete question-

naire (i.e. where occupied living quarters are to be found) per book,

even for the most efficient C.E.'s.

\ By checking is meant re—interviewing the household as well. This

) is essential in order to ensure that the C.E.'s are actually interviewing

} every household to obtain the required information. It is not impossible
that, in some cases, a dishonest C.E., knowing the name of a head of
household, might fill in a form without taking the trouble of interviewing
that household. If a Supervisor detects such a case, he should immediately

report it to this office.

In rural areas Supervisors should choose, among the buildings to
be checked, some that are situated in a remote place, far from the main
road, as some C.E.'s may not take the trouble of visiting distant
buildings. Supervisors, although not required to re-interview evexry
household in distant buildings, should at least make sure that such
buildings have been given a number and that a form has been filled

for each one of them.

Each Supervisor should mention on the front cover of every
enumeration book, the number of the building and of the living quarters

’

in which households have been reinterviewed by him, followed by his signature.
