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Focreword

This report is the secend in the series publishec cn the results of
the 1983 Housing and Population Census of Mauritius. The first report describes
the census metnodology whilst this one presents data on the demographic charac-
teristics of the population cf the Island of Mauritius. Subsequent reports
will contain informatinn on ceographical and migration characteristics, housing
and living conditions, chara:teristics of househoclds, fertility and mortality,
and finally, eccnomic characteristics. A single report containing all data on
the Island of Rodrigues will be nunlished separately.

The figures presentecd here have been cbtainec directly frem a com-
pilation of the raw data reported on the census forms. Like all census data
they may therefore contain some inaccuracies and inconsistencies. A detailed
evaluation and analysis of the census data will ce carriec cut and published
later on. However, it is expected that the level of accuracy of the census
is likely tc ze high for most topics-

t is hoped that the data contained in this repcrt will be useful to
the public in general, and to admirnistratcrs and pclicy-makers. The census
counts in particular areas and localities will Se of special importance since
they revise all population estimates based on the 1972 census data.

It is with pleasure tnzt I record here my thanks botih te the memiers
of the public for their co-~cperation and to the tield staff for their sustained
efforts during the census. My thanks ge egually tc the staff of all cepart-
ments, in particular the Data Processing Division, who have contributed in one
way or another to the success of the census operation.

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Introduction

In 1983 Mauritius successfully conducted its fifteenth census of
population according te provisions jaid down in the Statistics Act 1951. The
count was made on a ‘de facto' basis. All perscns alive in the State cf
Mauritius at midnight on the night of 2 - 3 July 1983 were enumerated irres-
pective of whether they were resicents or not. Generally speaking; persons
were enumerated in the household, whether private or institutionzl,; in which
they were present con census night. A 1ist of such househoclds had been compiled
at the Housing Census taken about three months eariier than the Pcpulation
Census.

Census_fieldwork

At the previous census in 1972, the lIsland of Mauritius had been
divided inte 376, and tre Island of Rodrigues into 1Z, enumeration areas of
ahout 50C househclds each. These areas were further sub-civided in 1983 to
meet certain specific needs in town and country planning and to srovide clus-
ters of roughly the same sizs for future cample surveys. Thus, for the 1983
census, there were aboub 2760 new snumeration areag in the Island of Mauritius
and about 180 in Rodrigues. Each contained reughly 80 households in the rural
and 100 househelds in tihe ursan regions.

The fieldstaff
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607 Chicf Enumeraters and 3,558 Enumerators.
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At the Hocusing Census, each Chief Cnumerator was assigned a number of
enumeration areas in which he had to cnumerate sl wuildings, housing units,
housecholds anrd commer-—ial and industrial establishments. After complzticn of
the Housing Census, an asddressed population census form was prepared for each
househgold identified. each vacant housing unit and also for housing units under
construction,

At the Populaticn Census each Enumerator was given a list of abocut
70 such househclds and housing units togsther with the corresponding census
questionnaires. The Enumerator was also supplisd with a number of unaddressed
blank guestionnaires for new houscholds that might have been formed, or that
might have mcved intc the housing wunits since the Housing Census.

Census night was the night of 2 - 3 July 1983. The questionnaires
were distributed to households by Enumeratcrs from 25 to 30 June. Heads of
househclds were requested to complete all items, sxcept those on economic
characteristics, in respect of svery person who spent census night on the
premises, or who jcined the houseshold or institution on 3 July without having
Seen counted elsewhere. The questionnaires were cellected from 3 tc 8 July.
Cnumerators had to check the entries made by households, complete the columns
on economic characteristics, and alse complete all questicnnaires and coclumns
which the nhousehold had not been able te fill in.

A specimen of the Pcpulaticn Census questionnaire is to be Tound
inside the back cover cof this report.

The editing and coding of the census data was done by a team of about
68 officers recruited at clerical officer level. Processing of census data is
the responsibility of the Data Processing Division of the Ministry oY Finance.
Data were transferred to cises tirouch key-edcit stations and stored on magnetic
tapes. Validaticn, creation of data files and tabulation are being done on an
ICL ME 29 - 37 computer.
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Census budget

Government expenditure on the census project is estimated at about
12 millicn Rupees, inclusive of costs attributable to existing infrastructure
and services not paid for from the census budget. Thus the cost per person
enumerated is 12 Rupees. Furthermore, the United Nations Fund for Popu:lation
Activities has contributed about 700,000 Rupees ior strengthening the capabi-
ity of the Central Statistical Office and the Data Processing Division. The
census project has alsc benefitted from the adviscry services of the Econcomic
Cemmission for Africa.

The late timing of tiie report on Economic characteristics is due to
the fact that labour feorce data have sufferred from deliberate misreperting.
Many persons have insisted on being entered as unemployed when this was not in
fact the case. It will therefore te necessary to seek expert advice before
publishina the results in a usaizle form.

In the past, evaluation of census data has been dcone by United Nations
exnerts., This time the exercise will be done by local staff whoe will, however,
work undger the guidance cof a United Haticns expert with international experience
in Pemographic Arnalysis. A series of analysis reporis covering demographic
characteristics, fertility, mortality,; housing, manpower and migration will be
puslished as and when they are complieted in the course of 1985.

Concepts_anc_delinitions

ihe concepts and definitions veed at the census are in accerdance with
the recommendaticns <f the United Nations, as contained in the Statistical
Paper entitled "Principles and Recommendations for Populaticn and Housing
Censuses™. Socometimes slight modifications have been made to suit local
conditions.
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Although the census enumeraticn was essentially on an individual
basis, the count of individuals was made within the framework of the household.
A household was either a person living on his own and making his own provision
for food and other essentials for living, cr a group of twc or more persons,
whether related or nct, who lived together and made common provision fer food
and cther essentials for living. Varying degrees of common housekeeping were
resolved by considering as one househeold if there was & regular arrangement
to share at least cne meal a day. The head of housencld was the person
acknocwledged as such by the other members.

In hotels, or institutions such as convents; hospitals and priscns,
the gquests or inmates were considered as members of what may be termed an
institutional househcld.

The person in charge of the hotel or institution at the time of the
census was considered as the head.

The tables presented in this report are self-explanatcry. However,
a brief note is necessary in connection with the population count by locality.
Althaough legal boundaries exist for Geogrephical Districts; Municipal and
Village Council Areas, the exact beoundaries of localities are often ill-defined.
Sometimes, the expansion of neighbouring villages makes it difficult to delimit
rne village from another. furthermore, it is pessilrle that the scundaries of
localities may have changed from one census tc anocher. Hence it may be
necessary for some purpcses to look at a lccality not in isclation, but to
consider also the population of adjacent localities.
