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Activities at school

The CensusAtSchool project was targeted at one class of Standard V students in each school.  
The presentations and explanations on statistics, and questionnaires given to students were made easy and simple. 
Each school was visited twice and the activities performed are described hereunder:

On the first visit, a training and induction course was given by CSO staff (during a half –day session) as follows:

· A simple presentation on data collection, and why and what are statistics.
· Students were also explained about the different stages regarding data compilation with regard data collection, processing, analysis and dissemination.  In this respect, a small exercise was done in the class where, 

i. students were asked to fill in a simple one-page questionnaire (Questionnaire 1) with questions likely to interest them (e.g. favourite colour, favourite subject, etc).
ii. after completion of questionnaire, CSO processed the data on laptop and showed the results by way of simple tables and charts to the students.
iii. CSO staff briefly explained the results.

· During the same half day session, a brief presentation on Housing and Population Census was given together with the importance of census statistics in simple terms.  In this context students were asked to fill in a simple questionnaire (Questionnaire 2) at home.

· Students were briefed how to fill in the questionnaire.
Tasks performed before the second visit

(i) CSO staff collected, from head teacher, the questionnaires filled in by students and edited by the teachers. 

(ii) CSO staff input and processed the data to produce the required tables and charts. A Mini Survey report was then produced, together with summary findings. 

Second visit at school: 

(iii) CSO staff made a presentation, to the students and teacher, of their ‘Mini Survey’ results, and discussed the uses of statistics produced at national level by CSO and how they are used for policy making for the development of the country.
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
