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INFANTILE JAORTALITY

Infantile Mortality in 1954 was lower than in the previous
year, the total number of decaths of infants under 1 ycar of age being
1,778 as compared with 2,235 in 1953. The rates of infantile mortality
in 1954 were, however, lower in both populations than for any yecar

anterior to 1949.

The inclusion of still-births raises the infantile

nortality occurring under 3 months of age by 120%.

LATZANAL TMORTALITY

The rate of naternal mortality for the total population in
1954 dropped to 1.7 per thousand births, a figurc which shows a
rcduction of 84% when comparcd with the decennial average
( 1937 — 1946 ) of 10.5.

Employment and Wages in local industrics

The Labour Ordinance No.47 of 1832 provides for the compulsory
submission by caployers to the Labour Department of guarterly or half—yearly
returns giving the number of workers employed, actual earnings and information
relating to compensation cases as they occur and to canmp population.

These returns are however restricted to establishments where morec
than © workers are employed or where 25 acres of land or nore are cultivated.

A stotement of cuployment and wages of skilled workers im Sugar
Factories is submitted bi-~annually By the Sugar Factories to the Central Statis—
tical Office. The statistics given in the table hereafter concerning the
Sugar Factoriecs are compiled frox thesc returnse.

The Wages of tize worZers of the Sugar Industry are fixed by means
of a trade agreement between the Sugar Industry cmployers represcnted by the
Sugar Producers' Association and the Sugar Industry worliers represented by the
General Workers'! Union for itrc artisans aond the liouritius Azalgasated Labourers'
Association for the labourcerse

As regards cmployment and wages ruling in occupations, trades and
industrics in which employers are not compclled by the provisions of the Labour
Ordinance to submit employment returns, periodical surveys are carricd out by
the Labour Department.

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TRADE AND COMMERCE

THE VISIBLE TRADE OF THE COLONY

The visible trade balance of the Colony depends almost entirely
on the price obtained for exported sugare. In 1954 sugar exports formed 97 .9%
of the total domestic exports whilst molasses, a by-product of the sugar

industry, accounted for another 1.7%.

The following table shows thie value of the total annual trade
and of the visible trade balance for the last ten years:
