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SECTION 5 - NATIONAL ACCOUNTS

1. Introduction.

National accounts data are compiled according to the recommendations of the SNA Some
new concepts and terminologies have been introduced in line with the implementation of the 1993
SNA.

In the new SNA, it is recommended that final consumption expenditure of the General
Government be broken down into collective and individual expenditures

Collective expenditures consist of the services which government provides to the community
as a whole for example security and defence whereas individual expenditure is made up of expenses
incurred in providing services which are mostly beneficial to individuals. Examples are health and
education services.

Expenses incurred by government in providing collective services is termed Actual
Government final consumption expenditure Actual private final consumption expenditure consists
of expenditure actually made on goods and services by households and government expenditure on
the provision of individual services. This new terminology is a better indicator of standard of living
in a country

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SECTION 8 - LABOUR STATISTICS

Table 8.1 consists of a set of estimates of labour force, employment and unemployment for the years
1990 to 1997. All the figures presented in this table refer to the middle of the years mentioned.
Tables 8.2 to 8.8 show figures of employment and earnings derived from the March Survey of
Employment and Earnings. The figures, therefore, relate to large establishments only. defined as:

(a) Agricultural establishments comprising:

(1) Sugar plantations of 10 hectares or more,

(i1) Tea plantations of 2 hectares or more.

(iti) Al 'flue-cured' tobacco establishments, irrespective of acreage,

(iv)  Other agricultural establishments employing at least 10 persons on the day of

the survey.

(b) Non-agricultural establishments employing at least 10 persons on the day of the
survey. It is to be noted that 'outworkers', i.e. piece-rate workers who. although
employed by an establishment, are working in their homes on materials provided by

the establishment are excluded.

(¢) All Central and Local Government departments.

2. It is 10 be noted that apart from increases in salaries and wages. {luctuations in earnings
(tables 8.4 to 8.8 ) may be due to:
(a) changes of different magnitude in the various categories of employees e.g. a large
intake of employees at the lower end of the wage scale (as occurs when a new factory
starts opcration) has the effect of lowering the average earnings. On the other hand. a
large intake of professionals by, say. an architectural firm can cause a sudden increase
in the average monthly earnings.
(b) changes in overtime. regular allowances. bonuses and commissions
3. Tables 8.9 - 8.12 show figures of wages/salaries and earnings by occupation. The figures

shown in table 8.10 have been derived from the Survey of Employment. Earnings and Hours
of work carried out among a sample of large establishments in September of each year.
Large fluctuations noted in certain occupations are mainly due to changes in allowances and

overtime.
