At the end of February, 1955, the number of societics in
the oldest ficld of activity, i.e. Credit of tihc Unlinited Linbility type,
in active operation in Mauritius was 132 and in Rodrigues 20 (ma%king a
grand total of 152) comprising a mecmbership of £,229 and 334. The ovmed
capital was Rs 1,209,986 and Rs 39,736 respectively. Loans granted during
the co-operative ycar, i.e. during the period 1st liarch, 1954 to 28th
February, 1955, amounted to Rs 49543,315 in Mauritius and Rs 44,774 in

Rodrigues. While loans are given exclusively for agricultural purposes,
tihere is a certain proportion for purcihasing cattle, repairing buildings,
freeing land from debt, ctce. The great bulk of the loans are naturally

made in connection with cane cultivation and have been applied for the
purposes of cultivation, purchase of cheaical fertilizers, manurc and reaping
the crope. Apart from this, in places wherc the raising of tobacco, teca,
foodcrops and vegetables is practised, an appreciable proportion of the
available capital has been applied for the purposc of raising thesc cropse.
